7 The work shall have to be completed within a period ofone hundred F ifty(150) days from the date of issuance of LOI or allotment mentioned
above whichever is earlier.

8 The work be executed strictly in accordance with approved proposals & in close supervision of the Engineer I/C of both wings of Civil as
well as Mechanical.
